Canon John Brown, who will be retiring and leaving Hertfordshire next
autumn, is kindly doing a new version of his very popular 1996 tour. He is
planning to revisit Harefield and Whitchurch, with their wonderful monuments
and (in Whitchurch's case) associations with Handel and the Chandos anthems,
and to include other fine churches in North Middlesex and possibly Bucking-
hamshire too.

Jenkins is leading a tour of churches in the villages of South Cambs and NW
Essex, including Melbourn, Thaxted and Radwinter.
